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Introduction

This document has been written to accompany a planning application for the conversion of eight metal grain silos to the north west
side of the development of Home Farm which is a model farm on the Swinton grange estate.

The application follows a preapplication enquiry and subsequent dialogue with officers which has taken place over the last 12
months (ref 20/00726/PREAPP).

Horme Farm, Swinton Grange lies within the Howardian Hills Area of Qutstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) and is situated some distance
to the north of Braygate Lane which is the road leading from Castle Howard to Malton. The farm buildings were the agricultural
hub of the wider Swinton Estate and largely constructed in a single phase to reflect the best practice of the period as a 'model farm'

The slow fragmentation of the estate, together with modem farming practice has rendered the buildings redundant. Over the
last two years the applicant has been slowly converting the buildings to residential use following consent granted 09.10.2019 ref
